Highly specialized legal services are sought to review and provide advice and counsel to the Department of the Attorney General, the Office of Information Management and Technology ("OIMT"), and the Integrated Project Management Office, regarding the interactions and interrelationship between the State Department of Human Services ("DHS") and the Hawaii Health Connector ("Connector") with respect to their information technology processes, protocols, systems, and data sharing arrangements, to enable the State to establish its health insurance exchange and adapt its Medicaid program to comply with the ACA, including but not limited to: (i) drafting, reviewing and providing advice and recommendations relating to agreements between DHS and the Connector; and between OIMT and the Connector and other State agencies; (ii) reviewing and providing advice and recommendations regarding the governance arrangement between DHS and the Connector in order for DHS and the Connector to comply with ACA's requirement of having a health insurance exchange up and running by October 1, 2013; (iii) reviewing and making recommendations regarding amendments to vendor contracts; and (iv) upon request, participating in negotiations regarding items (i), (ii) and (iii).  Previous experience with and knowledge of legal issues surrounding health information technology is essential.  Previous experience with health insurance exchanges and interfaces between government agencies and private health insurance exchanges is welcome.
Completed Statements must be received by July 19, 2013 to be eligible for consideration for this Project.  Statements already on file with our office will be considered, but amendments to such Statements will be considered if received by the above date.
