I am Brian Perry, city editor of The Maui News, a newspaper of general circulation in Maui County. This is a request for information submitted under Hawaii's Uniform Information Practices Act.

Recently, there have been news reports that former Gov. Neil Abercrombie pardoned a number of individuals in his last remaining days or weeks in office. I did not see the names of those pardoned, and I wondered if any of them had ties to Maui County.

I'm seeking a list of those pardoned by the former governor, with enough background information to allow me to determine if the pardoned person is from Maui County or not. For only those with Maui County ties, I would like to know details of what they were convicted of, his or her pleas or verdicts, sentencing information and the amount of time served.

I am located on Maui, so it would be logistically difficult for me to inspect the records on Oahu. So, I'm requesting the list and other information in a digital format (such as a scanned document in pdf) that could be sent to my email address. (See below.)

Via email, requested information about those pardoned from Toni Schwartz, public information office for the state Department of Public Safety. She informed me that while DPS makes a recommendation on pardons, the action comes from the governor's office. She directed me to contact you at the Department of the Attorney General.

I am a journalist working for a daily publication. I request waiver from any fees because it is in the public interest of government transparency and public information. If a decision is made not to waive fees, I request an estimate on the cost before such work is done.
