During the chat, Detwiler asked the
purported 13 year-old girl to meet with him and said that he wanted to have sex. Law enforcement officers assigned to
the Hawaii Internet Crimes Against Children Task Force (HICACTF) from the Honolulu Police Department and an
Attorney General Special Investigator arrested Detwiler when he arrived at the meeting place. Detwiler's sentencing is
set for January 6, 2004, before the Honorable Karl K. Sakamoto.
